Setup

Setup and use the camera before you install it into
something.

Before continuing, fully charge the camera battery and
insert a Micro SD card into the Micro SD card slot.

Step1: Download and install HDSmartIPC APP

Download free APP named “HDSmartIPC” in Apple APP store or from
Google play or Electronic market, and install it.

Step 2: Turn on device and connect power
Plug the WeahterStation to the AC if the battery is low.
Turn on the unit by sliding the ON/OFF switch on the side to the ON

position to turn on the WiFi, a blue indicator light will come on, wait one
minute for the WiFi to establish a transmition.



Step 3: Connect Wi-Fi
